UNDERGRADUATE CHECKLIST – Honors in the Major – ART HISTORY

The Honors Program is subject to change, so students need to see the department honors advisor at least once a year.  

These requirements are IN ADDITION to those of the Art History Major:
1.
Students must maintain a Grade Point Average of 3.5 in art history courses.  This minimum is a cumulative average for all art history courses and, thus, may fluctuate above and below 3.5 from semester to semester without jeopardizing the students’ honors enrollment status.

2.
Six-eight intermediate/ advanced credits should be completed, concentrating in a specific area or period in art history or a related department, such as history or literature.  These are to be pre-planned & completed in addition to the usual requirements for the art history major.  Courses must be cleared with the Honors advisor, and additional paperwork is required to count them in DARS (you should take care of this no later than the beginning of your final semester.)

The proseminar should be completed during the junior year.
